The Everett Police Department recently partnered with BAIR Analytics Inc. to provide a   
new public crime mapping website called RAIDS Online (www.raidsonline.com) to make it easier 
for Everett citizens to keep track of crime in their area.  This service replaces crimereports.com

RAIDS Online maps and analyzes crime data, alerts Everett citizens about crimes in their area, 
and allows the Everett Police Department to quickly alert the public about crimes as they occur. 
Citizens can easily move between the map, data grid and analytics to learn about the crime that 

concerns them the most.
Mapping features

RAIDS Online uses Google Maps to display the location and basic information for crimes in any 
area of interest to the user. 

Analytic features
Everett citizens can use RAIDS Online to find patterns and trends of crimes in their community –
or even across the nation. Graphs automatically update based on the data that is displayed on 

the map, giving the user full control over what data is analyzed. 
Email Reports of Recent Crime Activity

Everett citizens can sign up for neighborhood crime alerts to receive daily, weekly or monthly 
emails with a breakdown of crimes in their area.
