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DRUG DEALER ARRESTED

A citizen’s tip of drug activity led to the arrest of a drug dealer and the seizure of drugs
and money.

Cesar Augusto Guzman, 23 of Boston was arrested on February 18", by members of the
Greater Boston Crime Task Force and charged with possession with intent to distribute
cocaine, heroin and two counts of school zone violations.

The Everett Police Special Investigations Unit was given a tip by a concerned citizen.
The investigation led to the identification of Guzman as the dealer and that he was
delivering heroin and other drugs in Everett, Chelsea and Revere.

Prior to being arrested Guzman was observed conducting a drug-deal in Revere, near
Revere Beach. Guzman was eventually stopped in Lynn, and placed in custody.

A search of the motor vehicle was conducted with the aid of a K9. A hidden compartment
was located by the K9 under the center console. Located in the console was 13.5 grams of
heroin, 13.5 grams of cocaine and $2000.00.

“This investigation began with a call by a concerned citizen to the Everett Police”, stated
Chief Steven Mazzie of the Everett Police Department. “Citizen involvement is key to
keeping drugs off the streets of our community.”
